The International Baccalaureate program has been an integral part of the Leeõs Summit R-7 School District 

since 1987. Whether your student will be a Titan, a Tiger, or a Bronco, it is time to begin planning for the prospect 

of participating in one of the I B Programs offered.   In the Leeõs Summit School District, students can participate 

in the IB program in three manners:  IB Diploma Program, IB Career -related Program, and individual IB courses.  

Due to its outstanding reputation for high standards, IB cou rses are recognized by universities through 

admissions, college credit, and scholarships. More importantly, our IB graduates praise the program as an 

essential part of their college preparation in reading, writing, critical thinking, time management, and 

information literacy.  

This year, in January and February, each high school will be hosting its own IB informational meetings for families 

interested in the IB program.  At Leeõs Summit High School, for your convenience, the meetings will be held in 

conjunc tion with other enrollment meetings.  The dates, times, and specific location are listed at the end of 

the letter.  Each meeting will outline the IB programs offered through the district. We will present information 

about advanced studies courses and enrol lment considerations for students enrolling in 8 th & 9 th grade so that 

they are best prepared for future participation in the IB program.  The presentation will be followed by an 

opportunity to pose questions to a panel of IB students and educators. The me eting will conclude with an 

opportunity for families to meet individually with panelists and me to discuss more specific questions.   

I look forward to meeting both you and our future students.  If you cannot attend the open house, please feel 

free to view  the presentation on the LSHS website (under Academics/IB) or email me.  I am also happy make 

an appointment to meet with your family at a time more convenient to you.
