As the Le€'s Summit School District continues its mission of giving students one-to-one access to
Chromebook devices through the Connect2Learn initiative, we wanted to provide you with a quick
technology update. At the December 15, 2022 board meeting, the Board of Education approved the
purchase of new Lenovo Chromebook 300e Chromebooks for grades 6-12. The devices will arrive
soon and will serve as a learning resource for students for the next three years.

On Monday, March 6th, during ADVISORY, students will turn in their current Dell Chromebook and
charger and receive their new Lenovo Chromebook and charger. If your student is absent on this date,
they can pick up their new device from their ADVISORY teacher when they return to school. The new
devices have similar features to the current Dell devices and will function in a similar fashion.
